He said | know that a lot of hard work went into the FY14 Budget, but | am going to vote
in opposition, because | don’t feel | can vote in favor with one department being 55% of the general
fund budget.

Councilmember Kicklighter made a motion, seconded by Councilmember George, to adopt the
Operating and Capital Budget for fiscal year 2014. Councilmember Campbell, Councilmember George,
Councilmember Kicklighter, Councilmember Shuman voted in favor with Councilmember Bethune
opposed.

Resolution, Amendment to City Council Meeting Schedule - Mayor Holder read a resolution to amend
the regular meeting schedule of the Garden City City Council; to eliminate the December 16, 2013
regular meeting of City Council; to establish a special meeting of City Council on Monday, January 6,
2014 for the purpose of holding the inauguration ceremony of the City Council Members Elect; to
eliminate the January 20, 2014 regular meeting of City Council in observance of Martin Luther King, Jr.
Day; and to establish a meeting of City Council on Tuesday, January 21, 2014.

Upon motion by Councilmember George, seconded by Councilmember Bethune, City Council voted
unanimously to adopt the amendment to the city council meeting schedule resolution.

Resolution, Special Election - Mayor Holder read a resolution to call a special election for March 18,
2014, for the purpose of filling the City Councilperson’s seat for District 1; to appoint the Board of
Elections of Chatham County to perform all the duties of the municipal superintendent for the special
election, with the exception of the qualification of candidates which shall be the responsibility of the
Clerk of Council; to authorize the Chatham County Board of Registration to perform all duties of the
Absentee Ballot Clerk for the special election; to set the qualifying fee of $108.00; and for the purpose of
setting qualifying dates and times: On January 27, January 28 and January 29, 2014 from 8:00 a.m. to
4:00 p.m.

Upon motion by Councilmember Bethune, seconded by Councilmember Kicklighter, City Council voted
unanimously to adopt the special election resolution.

Resolution, AGW Leasing, Amendment to Tower Attachment Agreement (Water Tower 517 Bourne
Avenue) — Mayor Holder read a resolution by the Mayor and Council of Garden City, Georgia, to
approve an amendment to the tower attachment lease agreement with AGW Leasing Company for the
purpose of adding equipment to the City’s water tower at 517 Bourne Avenue, Garden City, Georgia.
