City Council Meeting 

Monday, May 19, 2014 – 7:00 p.m. 
 

Call to Order:  Mayor Holder called the city council meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. 
 
Opening:  Mayor Holder offered the opening prayer and invited everyone to join in the Pledge of 
Allegiance to the flag. 
 
Informal Public Comment:  Mayor Holder opened the floor to received public comment from the 
audience.  There being no questions or comments from the audience, Mayor Holder closed the informal 
public comment portion of the meeting. 
 
Formal Public Comment: 
Formal Request to Address City Council:  Mayor Holder said we have a request from Ms. Tiffany Nelson, 
Executive Director/Founder of Build a Bridge Foundation of Georgia to address City Council on the Build 
a Bridge Foundation of Georgia.   

Mayor Holder asked for Ms. Nelson to come forward to address City Council.  Mayor Holder stated 
apparently Ms. Nelson could not be here tonight.  He said we will move on to our next request. 

Formal Request to Address City Council:  Mayor Holder said we have a request from Ms. Misty Selph, 
representative of the Garden City Community Housing Team to address City Council on an upcoming 
housing fair on September 20th for the residents. 

Ms. Selph said I represent the Garden City Community Housing Team.  She said we are a group of 
volunteers that rehab property in the City.  She said currently we have completed seven projects.  She 
said our next endeavor is a housing fair on September 20th at the Gym and we would like to asked City 
Council’s support.  She said the purpose of the fair is to have various organizations and/or groups in one 
location to provide information to our residents.  She said some of the groups scheduled for the fair are 
credit counselors, debt counselors, Georgia Power and Home Depot.  She said also we will have 
representatives from the Chatham County Health Department, Chatham County Board of Appraisers, 
UGA Extension Services and Georgia Department of Community Affairs.  She said on behalf of the 
Housing Team I would like to request that City staff be involved in the fair.  She said staff from the Police 
department, Fire department, Code Enforcement, Water/Sewer department and Public Works 
department would be an asset at the fair, because they have a wealth of information to share with our 
residents on city services, etc.    She said we have also invited the local churches to be a part of the fair, 
because they as well have a wealth of information on our community and services that are available to 
the residents.  She said we will have a DJ and we are looking at getting sponsors for food and activities 
for the kids. 

Ms. Selph said handed out an event flyer to City Council and asked City Council for their support.  She 
said we hope this is the first of many.   

Acting City Manager said I have already had a preliminary discussion with staff and they seem 
enthusiastic about participating in the event.
